ORDINANCE NO. 2024-O-___

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 1, TITLE 3 OF THE LONG GROVE

VILLAGE CODE REGARDING BUSINESS LICENSES FOR 
TEMPORARY SPECIAL EVENT VENUES

WHEREAS, on 28 March 2023, the President and Board of Trustees (the “Village Board”) of the Village of Long Grove (the “Village”) enacted Village Ordinance No. 2023-O-1 (“Ordinance No. 2023-O-1”) and Village Ordinance No. 2023-O-2 (“Village Ordinance No. 2023-O-2”), and Ordinance No. 2023-O-8 (“Village Ordinance No. 2023-O-8”) (collectively, Ordinance No. 2023-O-1, Ordinance No. 2023-O-2, and Ordinance No. 2023-O-8 are hereinafter referred to as the “2023 Ordinances”); and

WHEREAS, the 2023 Ordinances were enacted to accommodate the special event venue commonly known as “Brothers Field,” which is located within the Red Oaks PUD along Old McHenry Road in the Village’s B-1 zoning district; and

WHEREAS, activities at Brothers Field commenced during the COVID-19 pandemic (the “Pandemic”) to provide an outdoor gathering place for activities at a time when indoor gatherings were severely limited due to the Pandemic; and

WHEREAS, the activities at Brothers Field are not countenanced by the Village’s Zoning Code (the “Zoning Code”), but the Village Board allowed them to occur due to the special circumstances presented by the Pandemic; and
WHEREAS, although the effects of the Pandemic had substantially subsided in 2023, the Village Board allowed activities at Brothers Field to continue during 2023 to allow the operators of Brothers Field to prepare and prosecute appropriate redevelopment plans for Brothers Field so that it could transition to a special event venue that would conform to the purposes and standards of the Zoning Code (the “Redevelopment Application”); and

WHEREAS, in expectation that the Redevelopment Application would be diligently pursued, the Village Board provided that the actions taken in the 2023 Ordinances would conclude effective 31 October 2023; and

WHEREAS, the operators of Brothers Field (the “Requestors”) did not effectively advance any Redevelopment Application following the approval of the 2023 Ordinances; and

WHEREAS, nevertheless, the Requestors have represented their intention to pursue diligently the Redevelopment Application in 2024, and they have further requested that the Village Board allow them to continue their activities at Brothers Field during 2024; and

WHEREAS, as a final accommodation to the Requestors, the Village Board is willing to suspend enforcement of the Zoning Code with respect to the activities at Brothers Field during 2024, subject to the Requestor obtaining an appropriate business license and liquor license from the Village; and

WHEREAS, contemporaneous with the adoption of this Ordinance, the Village Board has amended the Long Grove Village Code (the “Village Code”) to re-establish a “Class SE-T Temporary Special Event” liquor license (the “Brothers Field Liquor License”) that will accommodate the activities of Brothers Field, but such Brothers Field Liquor License will expire on 31 October 2024, and it will not be renewed again; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 1 of Title 3 of the Long Grove Village Code (the “Village Code”), the Village has established business licensing regulations for the operation of businesses in the Village; and
WHEREAS, subject to the conditions of this Ordinance, the Village Board is prepared to re-establish a “Temporary Special Event Venue” business license (the “Brothers Field Business License”) that will accommodate the activities of Brothers Field, but such Brothers Field Business License will expire on 31 October 2024, and it will not be renewed again; and
WHEREAS, the Village Board’s approval of this Ordinance is conditioned upon having the Brothers Field Business License issued subject to the terms and conditions in Section Three of this Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, subject to the terms and conditions of this Ordinance, the Village Board has determined that the re-authorization of the Brothers Field Business License is in the best interests of the Village and its residents; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Long Grove, County of Lake, State of Illinois, as follows:
SECTION ONE.
Recitals.  The foregoing recitals are incorporated into this Ordinance as findings of the Village Board.

SECTION TWO.   
Chapter 1, Title 3 of the Village Code.  Section 3-1-1A, entitled “License for Temporary Special Event Venue,” of Chapter 1, entitled “Business Regulations,” of Title 3, entitled “Business Regulations,” of the Long Grove Village Code is hereby amended so that Section 3-1-1A shall hereafter be and read as follows:
3-1-1A
LICENSE FOR TEMPORARY SPECIAL EVENT VENUE.  
a. It shall be unlawful to conduct, operate, or maintain any special event venue business within the Village without first obtaining a license so to do. The Village hereby authorizes one (1) such temporary special event venue business license, but only for a business with frontage on the westerly side of Old McHenry Road lying southerly of Robert Parker Coffin Road. 
b. Any temporary special event venue licensee shall be required to obtain prior approval of the Village Board of Trustees for any special event to be conducted on the licensed premises.   
c. A fee of $25.00$500.00 shall be required to obtain a temporary special event venue license.

d. Any temporary special event venue licensee shall be required to ensure that any retail sales occurring during any such approved special event properly collects all sales taxes due from such sales and records and reports such sales and related sales taxes as occurring within, and being allocated to, the Village. 
e. Any such license granted under this subsection will expire on October 31, 2023 2024 and shall not be renewed. In addition, any such license issued after October 31, 2023 shall be subject to such additional conditions as the Village Board may determine.
f. The violation of any provision of this Section, or any other provision of this Chapter, shall be deemed a separate violation and shall subject the licensee to a fine of not less than $50.00 nor more than $750.00; each day on which any such violation occurs or continues shall be deemed a separate violation; provided, however, that the Village shall not deny issuance of a temporary special event venue business license nor impose any fine on a licensee for failure to comply strictly with the requirements of Chapter 4, Title 5 of the Village Code.
SECTION THREE.
Conditions for Temporary Special Event Venue Business License Issued for Brothers Field. The Village Board has determined that the following conditions shall be imposed by reference on any Brothers Field Business License issued in connection with Brothers Field:

a. The Requestors (or a related party) shall file and diligent pursue to completion a Redevelopment Application in accordance with the following timetables and milestones:

i. File a complete Redevelopment Application (with deposit of all escrows and payment of all required fees) prior to the issuance of the temporary special event venue license for Brothers Field.

ii. The initial escrow amount to be filed with the Redevelopment Application shall be $7,500.00. If the Village determines at any time prior to the issuance of a certificate of occupancy for the final development of Brothers Field that additional sums must be deposited in escrow, the Requestors shall deliver such additional escrow amounts within 15 days after written request therefor from the Village. 

b. Within 60 days after Requestors receive Village Board approval of the Redevelopment Application, Requestors shall submit complete building permit applications therefor, along with the deposit of all required escrows and payment of all required fees.

c. By October 1, 2024 (or such later date as the Village President shall approve), Requestors shall deliver copies of executed contracts for the construction of the approved Redevelopment Application.

d. Subject to securing all required permits and approvals, construction of the project reflective of the approved Redevelopment Application should begin no later than March 30, 2025, and shall thereafter be diligently pursued to completion.

e. Requestors shall deliver to the Village Manager monthly sales tax reports, including copies of returns from any vendor participating in any event at Brothers Field. Each vendor shall be required to ensure that it reports sales occurring at Brothers Field events as occurring in Long Grove. 
f. If Requestors fail to comply with the conditions of the Brothers Field Business License, the Village shall have the right to revoke such license and any SE-T liquor license.

g. In addition to any fines to which Requestors may be subject, Requestors shall reimburse the Village for any costs related to the enforcement of the Brothers Field Business License and its conditions, including reasonable attorneys’ fees.

The conditions upon the Brothers Field Business License shall survive the expiration, revocation,  or other termination of such license, and such conditions will remain fully enforceable by the Village.
SECTION FOUR.
Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage, approval, and publication in pamphlet form in the manner provided by law.
